The Carr Center is proud to offer an annual $1000 Memorial Scholarship.  All applications, with required material must be submitted and postmarked by the deadline of March 31, 2012.  Incomplete applications will not be considered.  Only Muskingum County residents are eligible.


All scholarship applications require the following items:



1.  Application Form

2.  An Essay - typewritten statement no more than two double-spaced pages describing your educational and personal goals, strengths, weaknesses, hobbies, achievements, etc.

3.  Certified Transcripts - from the school you are presently attending or most recently attended - undergraduates please include high school transcript (s); graduate students please include undergraduate transcript (s).

4.  Proof of Acceptance - in a postsecondary school - entering or transferring student must submit a notice or letter from the admissions office, stating they have been accepted or that they are under consideration for admission.

5.  Proof of physical and/or sensory disability - this statement must be prepared by your physician.

6.  Proof of Muskingum County Residency - this can be a recent piece of mail showing your name and address, tax receipt or current driver’s license.

The winner will be notified by April 13, 2012 and an announcement of the scholarship award will be made April 27, 2011 during our 26th Annual Carr Center Cake Auction.  The award will be issued in August.
